Town of Wellton Ordinance #108 
Ordinance #108 was adopted on November 1, 2011 and will be ef-
fective December 1, 2011.  Below are the changes, some with an 
explanation:  

These are only the CHANGES to just “Residential - 5,500 SF Mini-
mum” section of the Town Code:  

Permitted Principal Uses 

1.  One (1) dwelling unit for single family resident whether site built 
or manufactured on any lot or parcel of land. 

2.  One (1) Recreation Vehicle (RV) or travel trailer on any lot or 
parcel which is zoned for such in a Multi-Use Zoned Subdivision.  A 
second unit on such a lot will be for immediate family only and not 
for rent and meets all setback requirements.

Council action taken since the beginning of Fiscal Year 2011-
2012: 

¶ Adoption of Ordinance #107, adopting the “The 2010-
2011 Amendments to the Tax Code of the Town of Well-
ton.   

¶ Award a bid to Smyth Steel Manufacturing as the lowest 
bidder for the CDBG Grant #103-11 for a new 600,000 
gallon water storage tank and two 150GPM gravity sand 
filters in the amount of $696,479. 

¶ Adopted the Multi-Jurisdictional Multi-Hazard Mitigation 
Plan (MJMHMP). (Emergency Management issue) 

¶ Adoption of Ordinance #108, amending the Residential 
Area District of Chapter 8 of the Wellton Town Code. 

¶ Adoption of Ordinance #109, which will eliminate chick-
ens and poultry from being housed within urban Wellton.  
The exception is lots or parcels zoned for this use  
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Comment:  Please note, this will affect all lots which are being developed for rental property.  You can not rent two RV 
spaces on one lot. 

If you have a second unit on a lot, it must be for an immediate family member (mother, father, brother, sister, or child) 
to the primary unit on the lot.  

If you are renting or even sharing an RV space, we ask that you please remove the second rv without us having to po-
lice the lots. 

Also if you should have two or more rentals, you qualify as a landlord and as such must have a business license.   

Due to complaints to staff and at council meetings, we will be enforcing this situation.   

This is not a new requirement, it has been a state law for years, Arizona Administrative Code, Title 9, Chapter 8, r9-8-
512.g and was added to our Planning & Zoning Definitions in 2002. 

Conditional Uses 

3. Guest Houses/Casitas. 

·  Guest Houses/Casitas are a type of second dwelling unit, 

ϊ Guest Houses/Casitas will be used for the guest of the principal residents and NOT RENTED, 

· Guest Houses/Casitas must meet setback requirements, 

ϊ Water services are metered from the primary dwelling unit on the property (as a multiple hookup).  

· A common driveway or entrance is used. 

ϊ The size of the guest house does not exceed 750 (30’ x25’) square feet. 

ϊ The guest house may have a kitchen facility, sleeping and living areas and bathroom,  

ϊ The distance from principal dwelling unit shall be no more than sixty (60’) feet. 

Accessory Buildings and Uses 

1.  Accessory buildings may be built and Recreational Vehicles may be stored in the rear or side yard of the property 
but shall not occupy more than thirty percent (30%) of the rear yard and shall not be nearer than six (6’) feet to any 
side or rear lot line or setback line. 

2.  Storage of one Recreational Vehicle or Travel trailer on any lot or parcel of land, not for use as living space or for a 
utility hook up and must meet all required setbacks. 

3.  Swimming pools, Hot Tubs, Jacuzzi’s and Pool Mechanical Equipment: 

 Swimming pools shall be permitted in all zoning districts; however, no swimming pool shall be located no closer than 
six feet (6’) to any lot line and no closer than five feet (5’) from the primary residence or any building.  Every swimming 
pool shall be enclosed by a fence or wall not less than five feet (5’) in height which is constructed, gated and latched in 
accordance with Section 36-1681 of Arizona State Statutes.  A site plan shall be required prior to issuing a building per-
mit.  When Swimming pools are to be located on lots using septic tanks, the site plan shall show the location of the 
septic tank and required leach fields.  Swimming pool pumps, filtration equipment, and apparatus are exempt from the 
enclosure requirements and subject only to being set a minimum of three feet (3’) from any lot line. 

4.  Water features and fountains shall be permitted in all zoning districts; however, no water feature shall be located 
closer than six feet (6’) to any lot line. The pumps, filtration equipment, electrical equipment and apparatus shall be a 
minimum of three feet (3’) from any lot line. 

5.  Built-in outdoor barbeques, outdoor kitchens, and fireplaces shall be permitted in residential zoning districts; how-
ever, they shall not be located closer than six feet (6’) from any lot line.

35th Annual Pioneer Day 

Setback Exceptions 

1.  Every part of a principal building or its attachments shall meet the required setbacks of the district in which they 
rest, except as follows: 

a.  Ordinary projections of window sills, cornices, eaves and other ornamental features may project a distance not ex-
ceeding three (3’) feet into any required yard. 

b.  Chimneys may project a distance not exceeding three (3’) into any required yard. 

c.  Bay windows and balconies and such features, who do not touch the ground, may project a distance not exceeding 
three feet (3’) into the required front, side or rear yard setback. 

d.  Uncovered stairs and necessary landings may project a distance not exceeding three feet (3’) into the required front 
or rear yard setbacks. 

e.  Terraces, patio covers, awnings, carports, platforms and ornamental features may project into any required side 
yard, provided such features shall be distant at least three feet (3’) from any lot line or setback line. 

f.  Compressor units, condensing units, cooling towers, evaporative condensers or any similar devices, shall be located 
no closer to any interior lot line that three feet (3’). 

g.  Agricultural and horticultural plant arbors are exempt and may be installed at the lot line (zero (0) lot setback). 

h.  Swimming pool operations and maintenance equipment shall be installed per  yard setback, a minimum clearance 
of three feet (3‘) shall be maintained from either the dwelling unit or the property line for fire access. 

Section 8-5.13 Definitions 

Accessory Building:  Accessory buildings include a private garage, greenhouse, carport, swimming pool, porch, or build-
ing for the storage of personal effects provided that they meet all setback requirements. (Also see Building, Accessory). 

Building, Accessory:  Accessory buildings include a private garage, greenhouse, carport, swimming pool, porch, or 
building for the storage of personal effects provided that the meet all setback requirements. (Also see  Accessory Build-
ing). 

Building Line:  A line formed by the surface of the ground and the closest wall of a building.
